	Plants can be grown to burn as fuels.

Rotting plants and manure can make methane gas.
	Whenever the wind blows we get free electricity.
	Only a few places in the world have very high tides and estuaries.



	Giant turbines are turned by the wind to generate electricity.
	You can grow some more plants.

It uses up natural wastes.
	Burning ANY fuels makes carbon dioxide (a greenhouse gas) and pollution.

	Water from rivers is stored behind dams. 
It then runs down pipes to turn generators to make electricity.
	The tides never stop.  This can make huge amounts of electricity.
	Dams can only be made in hilly valleys.  It floods large areas of land.

	Huge dams use the power of the tides to turn turbines to generate electricity.
	Whenever it rains the dams are refilled. This can make huge amounts of electricity.
	It doesn’t work when the wind stops or is too fast.  You need a lot of turbines for a town.
