How do weeds get into crops?

Method
1.
Get a stop watch and a fruit.

Set the stop watch to zero.

Stand on a stool and hold the fruit level with your eyes.

4.
Drop the fruit and time it to the floor with the stop watch.

5.
Write down the time.

6.
Drop it and time it again until you have 10 results.

7.
Get a different type of fruit e.g. from a tree.

8.
Time it 10 times the same way that you did before. Make sure that you have these 10 results written down.
