Investigating Rocks

This is what I want you to do.

1. Collect a piece of each rock.

2. Check that you know which is Granite and which is Sandstone.

3. Look at each rock. Mark in the table if they have crystals. Crystals are shiny, straight edged bits.

4. Look at each rock. Mark in the table if they have grains. Grains are tiny bits of broken rock.

5. Measure the mass of each piece of rock. Write the numbers down in the table.

6. Get a beaker. Half fill it with cold water.

7. Put both rocks into the water for 2 minutes.

8. Look for bubbles coming from the rocks. Mark this in the table.

9. Take the rocks out. Blot them dry. Measure their mass again.
